Do not use the same socket with other high power
consumption appliance, use the extension sockets beyond its

Be sure to grasp the power plug when plug in or unplug the
plug, do not grasp the power cord.

Make sure the appliance surface, power base and plug are
clean and dry before use, otherwise it may cause
malfunction.

Always pay attention to the water level. Make sure to refill
water before the water 1s below the minimum “MIN 0.5 L
level marked inside the appliance to avoid boil-dry,
otherwise it may cause malfunction.

5. When store, wind the power cord under the power base.
Never wrap the power cord tightly around the power base or
put pressure on it to avoid the power cord damage.

2.1 Descaling procedure:

After use, some color spots (e.g. red, milky, black, etc.) and
discolor may appear in the appliance inner pot and heating plate.
This is because of the impurities contained in water or the
accumulated scale. The harder the water, the faster the scale will
build up. Scale can occur in different colors. Although scale is
harmless, too much scale can affect the performance of the

appliance. To avoid this, descale the appliance regularly.

1. Put 1-2 pieces of sliced lemon or 20g citric acid for 1L water
into the appliance.

2. Fill clean water to the maximum “MAX 1.7 L level marked
inside the kettle.
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3. Connect the appliance with power source and let the water
boil once. Cool down the appliance for 15 minutes after
boiled, then empty the appliance. CAUTION! Water with
sliced lemon or citric acid should not keep in the inner pot a
long time to prevent deteriorating the inner heating plate.

4. Clean the inner pot and heating plate with a sponge or soft
brush, then rinse it with water.

5. Fill water to boil again and then empty the appliance.

6. Repeat the procedures above if some scale remains in the

cavity.

1. Remove all the packing materials from the appliance.
2. Place the power base on a dry, stable and flat surface.
3. Unwind the power cord from the power base to suitable length. Pass the power

cord through the slot of the power base to fix in place
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4. Rinse the inner pot with water. Then fill water to the maximum “MAX 1.7 L”
level marked inside the kettle and let the water boil once (Refer to Chapter 6.
Operation Instructions).

5. Pour out the hot water and rinse the inner pot once more.

6. If necessary, you can repeat the step 4 and step 5 to clean the appliance again.

1. Before fill water into the kettle, remove the main body from the power base
and press the lid release button to open the lid.

3. Close the lid making sure it is tightly shut.

4. Place the main body on the power base and plug the power cord firmly into a
wall socket.

5. When the kettle is not in use, it can be placed on the power base, but must be
unplug from wall socket.

® Dry boil protection will automatically cut off the power if the kettle is
accidentally operated without water. If the appliance was boiled dry once,

* In the Keep warm mode, if the product is set to be kept at 100°C, the appliance

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6.3 Status Mode

1. Standby mode
The display screen and LED indicator lights turn off. If touch the function button

(SET), the screen display will light up and temperatures can be selected. Touch the

boil button(BOIL) to start appliance heating at temperature (100°C).

2. Operation mode

Plug in the power and place the kettle on the base. The indicator light flashing (red,
green, blue) the buzzer sounds twice, the screen displays the current water
temperature. If touch the function button (SET), the digital display will cycle
through 5 temperatures (40°C, 60°C, 80°C, 90°C, 100°C). If not any operation at
10 seconds, appliance will turn to standby mode. The display screen and LED

indicator lights turn off.

3. Lift the kettle while the power base is power on

Lifting the kettle in standby mode will not cause turn to operating mode. During
operation mode lift the kettle will cancel operate function. Then place the kettle
back on the base, the LED indicator lights will flash (red, green, blue), and the
buzzer will sound twice. The product displays the current water temperature. If it

IS not operated within 10 seconds, it will turn to standby mode.

6.4 Boil water function
