Maintenance, Cleaning and Storage

Before cleaning, the plug must be removed and let the rice
cooker cool down completely.

When clean the inner pot and lid, please use soft materials
such as sponge and detergent. Rinse with water and rub
them dry. Put them in place after cleaned.

If food residual sticks on the inner pot, please soak the inner
pot with water for a while before cleaning.

If dirt is attached on the heating plate, main body or lid, use
a damp cloth to clean and wipe them dry. Do not immerse
the appliance in water for cleaning.

To avoid damage on the inner pot coating, please use original
rice scoop when serving rice, never use metal utensils or cut
food in the inner pot.

Never use poisonous or corrosive detergent or harsh tools
(e.g. metal-wired brush) for cleaning.

The color of inner pot may change after using a period of
time, however it does not affect the food safety and function
of the inner pot.

When store, put the appliance in a box and store in a dry
place.

When store, never wrap the power cord around the appliance
or clip the power cord to prevent power cord damage.

In the standby status, press [ Menu/Cancel ] key to select the keep warm function, the
indicator light on and display will show “24:00”, press [ Start] key to activate the keep
warm function.

During keep warm, please stir the rice occasionally and close the lid. It is to avoid the
rice becomes dry and clamp.

The maximum keep warm time is 24 hours, the rice cooker will then turn to stand-by
status automatically.

Do not let the rice or food to keep warm for too long, otherwise it may have crust,
bad smell and deterioration.

Press [ Menu/Cancel ] key under keep-warm status to cancel the keep warm function.
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6.2 Preset function (The time finish the operation)

1. Connect the power, press [ Menu/Cancel ] key to select the function.

2. Press [ Preset ] key to set the preset time. Display will show default preset time, preset
indicator light will flash. If need to adjust the preset time, each press of [ Preset] key,
the time digits will increase by 30 minutes respectively (over 10 hours the time digits will
increase by 1 hour respectively), more details about the operation time please refer to
Chapter 5.1 The cooking amount and time of different functions.

3. Aftersetting, press [ Start] key to start the preset function, the preset indicator light
will on and display will start to count down the finish time of the operation.

% Do not preset the time over 12 hours to avoid food deterioration and bad smell.

6.3 Power cut-off memory
If there is an abnormal power supply, the plug is removed accidentally or to move the
appliance during operation, after the power supply is connected in 10 minutes, the
appliance will resume the original operation.
